REPRODUCING DOCTRINE TEACHING NOTES (using Revision 12.5.2025)

Teaching sequence 

	1. Worship and devotional / introductions / recap of previous session
2. Each topic (about two hours each)
a. Draw grid on whiteboard with scriptures
b. Put people in groups of 3-5 to discuss one box at a time / several minutes
c. One or two small groups share with big group what they learned about that box
d. Add summary word / phrase and diagram to each box (60-90 mins for steps a to d)
e. Might need to give short exposition on some points, but keep super simple
f. Each small group teaches concepts to each other, explaining scriptures and diagram (20 mins)
g. US leader quickly models reviewing principle in each box (5 mins)
h. Several national leaders quickly review principles in each box
i. Draw on poster paper and put up on wall
3. Planning on last afternoon

	At end of 1st or 2nd day, or after the Salvation topic (which is shorter), ask participants to list all the teaching techniques they see in the training. Make the point that these techniques help people learn and remember better.

3. Captions / summarize key points
4. Large group discussion
